Case screening, Identification and tracking for conformation and Treatment follow up
This includes three stages of tracking:
· Stage-1: TB Screening (is based on the CBAC: Part-B section questions related to TB) or
TB Screening for asymptomatic TB or symptomatic TB
· Stage-2: Suspected cases, tracking for type Identification and conformation
· Stage-3: Treatment follow up visits
 
Stage-1: TB Screening (is based on the CBAC: Part-B section questions related to TB) or TB Screening for asymptomatic TB or symptomatic TB.
Change request in the TB Screening:
TB Screening should have two sections 
a. Asymptomatic TB
Include these 2 below new questions:
1. Rise of fever in evening
2. Loss of Appetite
b. Symptomatic TB
Introduce this new section with below questioner: 
1. Age more than 60
2. Diabetic
3. Tobacco user
4. BMI < 18.5
5. Contact with TB patient on treatment
6. Last 5 years history of TB

· Based on the Asymptomatic TB and Symptomatic TB screening, if any one of the responses are “Yes”, then mark as suspected screening.
· In Asymptomatic TB screening, if any one of the responses are “Yes”, then Sputum test should be recommended in tacking
· In Symptomatic TB screening, if any one of the responses are “Yes”, then Chest X-Ray test should be recommended in tacking
· [bookmark: _GoBack]In case of TB suspected case, patient is referred to Facility and reason for refer is "Suspected TB case" and Type is TB.
Stage-2: Suspected cases, tracking for type Identification and conformation

S.No. 51: Completion of TB preventive treatment
Cy-TB test for all the family members above 18 years, below 18 years x-ray or Sputum should be recommended
Cy-TB test: TB infection: +ve / -ve
If -ve; No TPT
If +ve, then x-ray and Sputum test are recommended: (Result: +ve / -ve )
If +ve: TB Treatment plan should start
If -ve: recommend to start TPT plan
